Oedipus complex

Attachment to mother (feeding bodily care) -----> jealousy of rivals (the Father) & feelings of hostility toward father

Fear of punishment by father for his love of mother, especially castration fear

Escalation of rivalry with father & need to camouflage hostility, so tries to please father to ward off retaliation -- leads to a facade of meekness and love toward father (reaction formation defense)

Repression of hostility and castration fear eventually leads to relinquishment of mother as love object and identification with father (i.e., identification with the aggressor)

Leads little boys to become socialized as "males", but take part of mom with them in the superego
